Dr. Guschl joined duPont in 1973 as a research chemist in pigments R&D. Following additional assignments in pigments, he transferred to Potomac River where he was involved in Technical Service and Technical Supervisory assignments in explosives. After assignments in R&D in Nylon Intermediates, he was made Director of the Sabine River Laboratory. He then became Program Manager at the Atomic Energy Division at the Savannah River Laboratory.
